IRS Phone Scams

Å Calls stating IRS has a warrant for your 
arrest unless you pay money or past due 
taxes

Å Never provide personal information

Å IRS will never call you only send letters 
and notices

IRS Identity Theft/Fraud

Å Someone uses your identity to file a 
fraudulent tax return using your name 
and SSN

Å Immediately file a police report

Å Log on to www.IRS.govand complete 
appropriate forms for Identity Theft 
Victims.  Also learn additional 
information.
